Barn Rules

All Participants including staff, patients, and others waiting or observing the program, and volunteers will:

1.   Not  smoke anywhere on premises.

2.   Walk when on barn premises.

3.   Not  chew gum  or eat while riding.

4.   Wear appropriate clothing and shoes, avoid loose fitting clothes.

5.   Wear an approved helmet or alternative light weight helmet (with reason properly documented by therapist) for riding.

6.   Not approach or feed any animal unless accompanied by a staff member.

7.   Prior to session, inform the therapist of any changes in their condition.

8.   Inform the therapist of any schedule conflicts which would effect treatment.

9.   Parent’s or guardian’s will closely supervise their children or visitors while waiting in the designated/observation areas.

10. Request permission prior to using any flash photography or video.

11. Refrain from use of drugs/alcohol prior to and during program activities.

12. Refrain from yelling in the facility.  

13. Not approach the owner’s home.

14. Never walk behind a horse.
